· Review collection sets

· Create directories

· Add PD2 database

· Add PD2 site

· Add CAPS external site

· Create interface

· The guidelines for CAPS that are located in Part 2 User Guidance should be used during the procurement process in PD2 to ensure successful transmission to CAPS.

F1.2   CAPS Collection Sets

Collection sets are pre-populated in SPS-I but can be modified at any time.  The table below lists the collection sets for CAPS.  The Collection Execution Order for the incoming process is:  caps.sac, rd*.*, and pd*.*.  For the outgoing process the execution order is CAPS Consolidated Collection PO, PL; AD, VN, and saacons.cap.

Directories must be created for each payoff and each site that you support.  For example, if you support one PD2 site and one pay office the path could be:


\pd2-txn\caps\txn-in\DABTXX\HQ0300

If multiple pay offices are supported the path could be: 


pd2-txn\caps\txn-in\DABTXX\HQ0300

A separate log file directory can be created for all log files.  For example, \pd2-txn\logs.  Or the log file directory can be created for each interface - \pd2-txn \caps\logfiles.

F1.4    CAPS External Site

· Create a CAPS site for each  interfacing pay office.

· On the General Information tab enter:

· Enter CAPS + FSN or pay office code in the site name block.  For example, CAPS HQ0301.

· Choose external as the type of site.

· Enter your pay office’s local code.

· In the Discriminators tab, select the Caps Outgoing Statistics File collection.  Enter the discriminators required.

F1.6   Record of Transmittals

A file that contains a list of records transmitted should be submitted to DFAS with each CAPS Outgoing Collection.

To create the file:

· Run the following Army SPS RptWriter report: 
Reports(Interface Reports(CAPS Released Actions Report
· NOTE:  The Army SPS RptWriter application is available on the following website under Miscellaneous Reports
https://armysps.sdcl.lee.army.mil/ 

· The following screen will appear:
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· Enter information that correlates to the SPS-I CAPS Interface extraction.

· Click on Yes to create a comma delimited text file that contains the report contents.  

· The location and name of the comma delimited test file is identified in the RptWriter CAPS Released Action Report.
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· The file name format will be as follows:
EDA Site ID + Report Ending Date + Report Ending Time + .csv

· DO NOT convert the file to Microsoft Excel format before sending it to DFAS

· Along with the SPS-I CAPS files, the above file should be placed in the site’s directory on the DFAS Corp I server.
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
