Appendix F4 CEFMS Interface was developed to provide interface specific information to ensure successful transmission of data between PD2 and CEFMS.

The steps to creating a CEFMS interface are as follows.  Detailed guidance for accomplishing these steps is included in Part 4 SPS Interface Administration
· Review collection sets

· Create Directories

· Add PD2 database

· Add PD2 site

· Add CEFMS external site

· Create interface

The guidelines for CEFMS that are located in Part 2 User Guidance should be used during the procurement process in PD2 to ensure successful transmission to CEFMS.

NOTE:  SPS-I sends awards, purchase request status, award status, and vendors that were created from interface-generated PRs or PRs created in PD² where the first six characters of the PR number is the requesting office code matching the appropriate CEFMS external site ID.
F4.1 Review Collection sets

Collection sets are pre-populated in SPS-I but can be modified at any time.  The table below lists the collection sets for CEFMS.  The Collection Execution Order for the incoming process is:  shiporg_lst; request files named prfile, prlnfile, and prdesc; receipt or payment.  For the outgoing process the execution order is the award process to include awd_dat, awdline_dat, awdcls_dat; awdstat_dat, prstat_dat, and vendor_dat.

· Enter the issuing office’s local code in the UIC block

· To enter the PD2 database, click on the down arrow.  Select the PD2 database that you created above.

On the Discriminators tab, select CEFMS Award File, CEFMS Award Status File, CEFMS Request File, CEFMS Request Status File, and CEFMS Vendor File.  Enter the values for the discriminators below.

F4.4 ADD CEFMS  External Site 

· Create a  site for each external site you support

· On the General Information tab enter:

· Enter the CEFMS site name in the name block.

· Choose external as the type of site.

· Enter the local code in the UIC field.  This is the value of the first six positions of the purchase requests received from the CEFMS site.  For example, W45XMA would be entered in this UIC field.

· On the Discriminator tab, select CEFMS request file.  Enter the discriminators required.
